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Kleska pod Warna

W 1444 roku, nad wybrzezem morza Czarnego, chrzescijanskie wojska
starly si¢ armig turecky. Europejskie sity dowodzone byly przez mlodego
polskiego kréla Wladystawa Warnenczyka. Pafistwo Ottomariskie
zagrazato krajom batkanskim i Wegrom. Prowadzito tez wojne z Wenecja.
Uprzedzajac atak Turkéw, Wiadystaw Warnenczyk i papiez Eugeniusz IV
zorganizowali przeciwko nim krucjate. Celem bylo wyparcie Turkéw

z Europy i pomoc obleganemu Konstantynopolowi. Pod Warng, polaczono
europejskie sily, ktérych wigkszo$¢ stanowili Polacy, Wegrzy, Czesi (okoto
15 tys.), Wolosi (7 tys.), rycerze papiescy, rycerze zakonu krzyzackiego,
Boséniacy, Chorwaci i Ukrainicy. Turecka armia liczyla 50 tys. Przewazajace
sity muzulmarnskie odniosty zwycigstwo. W decydujagcym momencie bitwy,
krél Wiadystaw podczas odwrotu uderzyt w centrum wojsk przeciwnika by
porwa¢ wodza Turkéw — sultana Maruda. Poniést $mier¢ prawdopodobnie
przed namiotem sultana.
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Battle of Varna defeat

In 1444 the Turkish Ottoman army was advancing on southern Europe and the Balkans,
threatening Hungary. Hungarians, who's heir to the throne was only 4 years old, asked
the Polish King Wladyslaw III to lead their country, hoping to get military help in the
looming Ottoman invasion. The Hungarian nobleman John Hunyadi was his chief
council, whom Wladyslaw later appointed to command the combined Christian forces
consisting of 15,000 Poles, Hungarians, Bohemians, 7,000 Wallachians and detachments
of Papal Knights, teutonic Knights, Bosnians, Croatians, Bulgarians and Ukrainians.
Ottoman forces under the command of Mehmed II numbered approximately 50,000. The
battle of Varna, now in eastern Bulgaria, began on November 10, when John Hunyadi
persuaded King Wladyslaw to ignore the advice of the papal legate and Hungarians and
Czechs to take a defensive action, and attacked instead. The outnumbered Christian army
was defeated and King Wladyslaw slained in an attempt to capture Mehmed. Ottomans’
1448 victory in the second battle of Kosovo ended Europe’s hope of providing military
assistance to the crusaders in the entrenched Constantinople, which fell in 1453.
