1943- Martial law in Poland

Lech Watesa was an electrician who received the Nobel Peace Price and
became the president of Poland, In 1980, during protests in the Lenin
Shipyard in Gdansk Watesa climbed over the shipyard fence and joined

the workers inside, who elected him head of a strike committee, He was a
charismatic Solidarity leader. After the martial law was imposed Walesa was
arrested. Upon his release from custody he continued his activism and was
prominent in the establishment of the 1989 Round Table Agreement. From
1990 to 1995 he served as the president of Poland.

Lech Watesa
1943-

Lech Watesa byt elektrykiem, ktory otrzymat pokojowa nagrode Nabla i
zostat prezydentem Polski, W 1980 roku przeskoczyt mur stoczni im. Lenina,
gdzie trwat strajk stoczniowcdw, ktérzy wybrali go na przewodniczacego
komitetu strajkowego.

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by workers strike in the Lenin Shipyard (now Gdansk Shipyard) at August 1980
and gave rise to a broad non-violent, anti-communist movement with 10 million
members. Solidarity, was forcibly suppressed by the Polish communist government
in December 1981. After several years of inefficient political repression and new wave
of strikes and labour unrest spread across Poland, the government agreed to legalized
Solidarity and allow for a semi-free election in June 1989. The Berlin Wall came
down five mouths later. The Solidarity movement is considered to have contributed
greatly to the fall of communism.
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13 grudnia 1981 - 22 lipca 1983

On December 13, 1981 the communist government drastically restricted
normal life by introducing martial law in attempt to crush Solidarity. In
the morning, thousands of soldiers in military vehicles appeared on the
streets of every major city. Thousands of opposition activists were jailed
without charge and as many as 100 killed. A curfew was imposed, the
national borders sealed, airports closed, and road access to main cities
restricted. Telephone lines were disconnected, mail subject to renewed
postal censorship, all independent official organizations were criminalized.
The martial law was declared and imposed by gen. Wojciech Jazurelski
who presented its plans to the government of the Soviet Union before
declaration in March 1981. Even after martial law was lifted, a number
of restrictions remained in place for several years that drastically reduced
the civil liberties and Polish economy.
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
